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Introduction

International Talk like a Pirate Day, an unofficial holiday first proposed by John Baur and Mark Summers in 1995. As they designed it, Talk Like a Pirate Day (September 19) is a day in which people from around the world are encouraged to have fun and talk like pirates, saying things like "Arrrr" and "Ahoy, matey" whenever possible.
Program Description
Your program will allow the user to input a sentence and then convert it to pirate speak. You must utilize the following chart of translations (although you are welcome to introduce others to amuse yourself).

When searching for an English word or phrase to translate, the code should case-insensitive. Thus, a search for "where" would match whether that word occurred at the beginning, middle, or end of a sentence. Since the pirate phrase to be substituted is always lowercase, this can yield inconsistent results. Write your code so that if a match occurs and the first letter in the phrase to be replaced is uppercase, then the first letter in the substituted pirate phrase is likewise capitalized. Thus, "Where is the boat, sir?" would be translated as "Whar be the boat, matey?", while "Sir, where is the boat?" would be translated as "Matey, whar be the boat?" 

As we all know from watching too many bad pirate movies, pirates had a penchant for saying "Arrr". Add an additional feature to the system so that it randomly inserts "Arrr." into the text between sentences. Your code should traverse the text looking for any punctuation that could end a sentence, and after each, randomly decide (with a 50/50 chance) whether to insert an "Arrr." 

Sample Output: (user input is underlined)
Enter the phrase to Pirate-Ize! Hello, sir! Where is your best restaurant?

Ahoy, matey! Arrr! Whar be yer best galley? Arrr!

Another? yes/no: yes
Enter the phrase to Pirate-Ize! Is the boat bringing the officer to the hotel?

Be th' boat bringing th' foul blaggart to th' fleabag inn? Arrr!
