Directions:
Write each of the following problems as a separate function inside the same cpp file. Call them from main to demonstrate that the work as described. You should test a variety of inputs to ensure you have covered all possible cases. Each problem is worth 5 points.
(1) An acronym is a word formed from the first letters of a few words.  Example: GUI – Graphical User Interface. Write a function called Acronym that takes as parameter a string. It will then display the corresponding acronym for that string. The acronym should be displayed in all uppercase.  Please handle any number of words. In main, ask the user to input the text that will be passed to the function as a parameter.
Sample Output – User input is underlined

Enter Your Phrase: national security agency

Acronym: NSA

(2) Write a function called VowelCounter that takes a string as a parameter and then determines the total number of vowels it contains. You must make use of the find_first_of method in this function. You should NOT bother to do any case conversions, although your function should work whether the vowels are upper or lowercase. In main, ask the user to input the text that will be passed to the function as a parameter. Output the value returned by the function when it is returned back to main. For the purposes of your program, the letter Y will not be counted as a vowel.
Sample Output – User input is underlined

Enter text: I am testing my function.

Number of vowels: 7
